Water Bottles

We will be selling school bottles for water that the children can keep on their tables in the classroom, in
order to encourage them to drink more frequently. The bottles have been sourced for their suitability by Mrs
Batterberry as part of the Parents’ or&m and are of a safe, durable plastic that is sturdy enough to not spill.
These bottles will be available from the school office and you can look at a sample before buying. The
bottles will also be on sale at Open Evening, with the uniform. The cost is £2. Could I just remind you that
only plain water is allowed in the water bottles on the tables (this does not apply to drink in their
lunchboxes).

Lunch Tables

From September the children will be eating their lunch on large tables in the school hall. This will free up the
classrooms for the teachers so that they can prepare for the afternoon session, as well as providing a
cleaner, healthier environment for the children. We aim to encourage children to think about their behaviour
and manners whilst eating, which is much easier to monitor when they are all in the hall. Reception, Y1, Y2
and one Y3 class will have their lunch from 12.00 — 12.30, with 4 midday supervisors helping them in the
hall. One Y3 class, Y4, Y5 and Y6 will eat their lunch from 12.30 — 1.00. As soon as they finish they will be
allowed to go out to the playground. There will be at least 3 midday supervisors in the playground at all
times.
