TIMES OF SCHOOL DAY

We will be continuing with a ‘soft start’. During the ‘soft start’, your child/ren will complete various activities linked to our topics, fine motor skills or activities like number formation, handwriting etc. Year 1 children will enter school via the Key Stage 1 door from 8:30am. SLT will be by the slope and the Key Stage 1 door area to welcome the children in the morning from 8:30am. Registers will start at 8.40am and close at 8:50am.

STRUCTURE OF THE DAY:
In the Autumn Term we provide a transitional period from the Reception environment to National Curriculum work. Research shows that a phased transition (between Reception and Year 1) enables the children to be fully prepared for the rigours and expectations of more formal schooling. Therefore, we will be using a rotational approach in some areas of the classroom and in our learning, building on the children’s previous experiences in Reception. As the year progresses our timetables and style of teaching will become more in line with the rest of the Primary phase. 
FLOPPY PHONICS   
At Burford we teach Phonics using the Floppy Phonics programme. This is a fun and interactive way to support the children in their ability to read and write. 

The children are introduced to this in Reception and they progress through each phase during their time in Key Stage 1. 

They learn how to read and spell words using their phonic knowledge to decode words. We use a wide range of teaching techniques and resources in our daily phonics sessions to make them fun, visual, practical and exciting. 
HOMEWORK

· We expect all children to read to an adult at home every evening (for approximately 10 minutes).
· Each Monday, after half term all children will have a piece of phonics/grammar homework set. This should be returned by the following Monday.

· We encourage parents to support their children with homework – not to do it for them directly, but instead to explain any points and to encourage children to take pride in the presentation of their work. Please try to help your child with correct letter formation following the school handwriting script. Please encourage your child to complete their homework with a writing pencil. 
· After Christmas, we will also be setting the children Maths homework. 
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READING RECORD BOOKS

Each child has a reading book. In Year 1, we will give each child one book which can be changed on a Monday, Wednesday and Friday each week. This gives both parents and teachers an opportunity to review the book and check the children’s understanding (as well as their decoding skills). It also gives the children a chance to work on their fluency and practice reading common exception words. Please sign the record book when you have heard your child read and indicate which page your child has read up to or if they have finished the book. Even if your child has read a different book to you, that is not their school book, please sign this in their reading record. It is very important to hear your child read even when they are fluent readers. 
In order to develop their comprehension of the text, please talk to your child about what they have read. You could use the following questions to start a discussion…

· How do you know that …
· What do you think is going to happen? Why?
· What do you think of this story/poem?
· Does this story/poem remind you of any other stories you know? Which ones?
· Tell me something you have learned about…

· Can you give me three facts about….
· Where could you find information about…. In this book?
MATHEMATICS

We are a Maths Mastery school and use this Mastery approach to teach Maths. By the end of Year 1, most children will have achieved the following objectives:
· Read and write numerals from 0-20, then beyond
· Use knowledge of place value to position these numbers on a number line and 100 square
· Use the vocabulary related to addition and subtraction and symbols to describe and record addition and subtraction number sentences
· Derive and recall all number bonds to 10 and then 20, as well as the addition and subtraction facts
· Present outcomes using practical resources, pictures, block graphs or pictograms
· Estimate, measure, weigh and compare objects, choosing and using suitable uniform non-standard units and measuring instruments (for example a level balance, metre or measuring jug)
· Tell the time to the hour and half past the hour and draw the hands on a clock face to show these times

· Be introduced to 2, 5, 10 times tables (to the tenth multiple) through repeated addition using practical methods.
INDEPENDENT LEARNING

The children need to use their own initiative in problem solving areas of the curriculum, including Maths and Science. They are expected to collect their own books and materials from around the classroom, be responsible for their belongings and select their own methods for recording aspects of their work and to clear up after themselves. Therefore, the more the children are encouraged to do things for themselves at home, the easier they will find this role.
